Minutes of Transition Chesterfield AGM held on 11 August 2016
Held at Inspire Community Garden, Ashgate, Chesterfield.

Secretaries Report: Lisa circulated a written report of the year’s activities with short verbal reports by those responsible (Steve – potato day and community garden; Margaret – repair café, Martin – seed swap; Katy – Abundance, Lisa – car free walk, divestment campaign and climate action). Highlights of the year included: one quarter of a million seed potatoes sold and £1151 raised at Potato Day; charitable status and first funding approved for community garden; 3 repair cafes in 2016 with many items fixed; 6 green tea events, apple pressing at Chatsworth Festival, 2 seed swaps, a car free walk leaflet circulated to all hospital staff, 3 skillshare workshops, a divestment campaign with 12 other organisations across Derbyshire, a climate march through town. It was noted that we were still looking for a volunteer to coordinate Abundance but would still go ahead with apple pressing at Chatsworth Festival regardless.
Minutes: It was proposed that the Minutes of the previous AGM be taken as read, which was accepted.  
Treasurers Report: Steve circulated a copy of the accounts for April 2015-March 2016 which balanced and had been checked by Steph Mannion the examiner. The group made an operating surplus of £2.65 with most of the income from Potato Day funding other activities and expenses (meeting room hire, insurance, events etc). Total assets as of 31 March 2016 were £6,930.16 and we have £2,914.41 in the bank.
Election of Officers: Lisa noted that the group needed at least 4 signatories but Steph Futcher and Becky Annison were stepping down as signatories this year as Steph had been a trustee for several years and was required by the constitution to step down, and Becky had had a baby. Chris Brooks and Margaret Hersee volunteered to be new signatories. Katy proposed and Colin seconded their appointment as signatories. Lisa thanked Steph and Becky in their absence and welcomed Chris and Margaret. Lisa noted that she as Secretary and Steve as Treasurer were willing to step aside if anyone would like to take their place but there were no volunteers! Katy proposed and Colin seconded Lisa and Steve’s reappointment as Secretary and Treasurer respectively. 
Any Other Business:
Colin asked whether Transition was funding the community garden. Steve confirmed that Transition had provided £1500 seed funding for various set up costs but now that the group had charitable status it would be able to seek its own funding. 
Steve introduced the community garden including what had been completed to date – ground and trees cleared, vegetables planted, polytunnel erected, water butts and site hut installed, and people already harvesting veg.  30 volunteers had helped to date. They also have a donated greenhouse and potting shed to erect. A recently confirmed £5000 bid will pay for 2nd hand site hut, materials for composting toilet, fruit trees and bushes for orchard and fruit cage and tools to supplement donations and freecycled stuff.
